Benefits of projects


There are a lot of benefits for using projects in the classroom:


Student interest increases


Understanding of how one subject affects and connects to other subjects improves


In-depth understanding of subject topic increases


Opportunities to develop complex skills, such as higher-order thinking, problem-solving, collaborating, and communicating increase


Technology skills improve


Absenteeism decreases


Attitudes about school and learning improve
