	Instructional Procedures

	Day 1: KWL, Family Power Point, Present Essential question,” Who Am I?”

Day2: Read book on Families. Students will illustrate their own family members in their journal.

Day3: Read: My family tree. Students will graph their own families using kidspiration in the computer lab.

Day4: Students will present individual graphic organizers on school server using the projector.

Day5: Make a class graph that depicts how many males and females each student has. Who has the most and least?

Day6: Student will create class book using yesterdays graph. Each student will use boy and girl stickers to graph and record number of males and females in their family. Student will then record two complete sentences that represents graph. For example: “I have two males in my family.”

Day7: Read: Whoever You Are, Discuss the different types of families. Differences such as cultures, traditions, languages, and geographic area.

Create art project: I am Special Poster

Day8: Students will develop as a class interview questions and criteria chart. 

Homework- Student will interview a family member and record responses.

Day9: Students will complete interview self-assessment and view Families are special video.

Day10: Teacher will showcase personal Who Am I? Podcast

Homework: Students will use storyboard to plan out Who Am I Project? Parents will assist by providing digital artifacts to complete storyboard.
